Keeping Safe : Child Protection Curriculum 

Keeping Safe: Child Protection Curriculum is a respectful relationships and child safety curriculum that teaches 

all children and young people they have the right to be safe and they can help themselves to be safe, by talking 

to people they trust.  

This curriculum is mandatory and is taught by all teachers, in all South Australian schools every year and fits in 

with the Health and Physical Education learning area of the Australian Curriculum.  

The Keeping Safe: Child Protection Curriculum is divided into four focus areas each covering a number of 

concepts:  

Focus Area 1 – Right to be Safe 

Focus Area 2 – Relationships 

Focus Area 3 – Recognising and reporting abuse 

Focus Area 4 – Protective strategies.  

These focus areas stay the same as students reflecting the developmental stages as they move through the year 

levels.  

You may receive a letter or notification from your child’s teacher telling you about topics that will be covered, if 

you require more information about the Keeping Safe Curriculum you can find it on the Department for 

Education Website or ask your child’s teacher.  

Volunteering 

Last year I started meeting with people who were interested in volunteering at Seaford Rise. If you have a few 

spare hours and would like to work in your child’s class, canteen, or other roles please come in and ask for an 

application form from Cheryl in the front office.  

I will then meet with you and support you in completing the requirements before volunteering in the school.

Wellbeing Programs in 2020 

To help students build emotional regulation and resilience, Social and Emotional Programs taught at a class 

level have shown to improve student learning outcomes, as well as helping students deal with the emotional 

load of learning and being in such a social situation as school.  

This year we are planning to introduce two programs across the school, ‘What’s the Buzz’ for the Early years 

and ‘Bounce Back’ for years 3 to 7.  

Last year I began to work with Junior Primary classes in introducing ‘What’s the Buzz’. This year we aim to teach 

the program in all the Junior Primary Classes beginning in term 2. ‘What’s the Buzz’ is a program that uses its 

main character, Archie to explore situations that students may find challenging, and gives them opportunities to 

practice skills and strategies that may be helpful in these situations. 

I will be working with staff this year in introducing ‘Bounce Back’, a resilience curriculum that uses positive 

psychology and teaches students strategies and skills to work through when things don’t go their way, and how 

to maintain and restore relationships.  

If you would like more information about these two programs please contact me and I will be happy to explain 

them.
